ADOPT A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND ACCEPTING AN AMENDMENT TO DEED OF CONSERVATION EASEMENT FOR NEWFIELD OPEN SPACE BY MATTAMY PALM BEACH, LLC

WHEREAS, on December 15, 2020, Martin County entered into a Development Agreement with the Master Developer of the Newfield project; and the Development agreement requires the Master Developer to grant conservation easements on open space and Preserve Area Management Plan areas; and

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2024, the Martin County Board of County Commissioners accepted and approved a Deed of Conservation Easement for Newfield Open Space from MAM US LLC, as recorded in Official Records Book 3442, at Page 2548, Public Records of Martin County, Florida (“Easement Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, Mattamy Palm Beach, LLC, is the successor in interest of MAM US LLC; and

WHEREAS, Mattamy Palm Beach, LLC, has requested to amend the Easement Agreement to address several inconsistencies and errors in the legal descriptions of the lands subject to the Easement Agreement and to remove certain lands of lower environmental value from the provisions of the Easement Agreement and replace them with lands of higher environmental value; and

WHEREAS, Sec. 139.31 and 139.32, General Ordinances, Martin County Code, require that any conveyance of an interest in land to Martin County for any public purpose shall be accepted and approved by Resolution by the Board of County Commissioners of Martin County.
