WHEREAS, The property was purchased with a grant from Florida Communities Trust and is
subject to a Deed of Restrictive Covenants requiring that the future land use designation assigned to
the Project Site is for a category dedicated to open space, conservation, or outdoor recreation uses as
appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners seeks to amend the future land use on 2,886-
acres from Agricultural to Public Conservation; and

WHEREAS, the Martin County Comprehensive Growth Management Plan, Section 1-11,
Amendment Procedures, states that the Martin County Board of County Commissioners may, by
resolution, initiate a request to amend, modify, add to, or change the Comprehensive Growth
Management Plan.

The Martin County Board of Commissioners initiates an amendment to the Future Land Use Map

an exhibit to the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan to assign a future land use designation of
Public Conservation consistent with the Florida Communities Trust Deed of Restrictive Covenants.
