1. [bookmark: _Hlk225321417]Permission to Apply for the Clean Vessel Act Operations Grant Through the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) for Sewage Removal Programs, Such as Martin County’s Pump Out Boat Operation Program
· Requestor – Martin County Utilities and Solid Waste
· Granting Agency – FDEP 
· Project Description – The FDEP allocates funding every year for grants to support marine sewage removal operations from the Federal Clean Vessel Act. This grant will reimburse up to 75% of most on-going costs such as base salaries, repairs and maintenance, operating supplies and non-capital equipment. Based on the 2026 budget for the pump out boat program, the eligible reimbursement line items are approximately $99,000 from the total annual budget of approximately $ 133,000.
· Requested Grant Award – Seventy-five percent of actual eligible reimbursement costs associated with the program.  
· Budgetary Impact – None
· Annual operating costs – None. This program is currently in the annual budget.

1. Permission to Apply for the FY 2026 Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) Waterway Assistance Program
· Requestor – Public Works Department, Environmental Resource Division
· Granting Agency – FIND
· Project Description – This grant application is to provide funds for the stabilization of Boy Scout Island within the Indian River Lagoon using a hybrid living shoreline design to benefit local maintained channels within the Intracoastal Waterway (ICW) and preserve boating access. Boy Scout Island is a spoil island located within the Indian River Lagoon near the St. Lucie Inlet. Since its formation in the early 1960s, the island has experienced persistent shoreline erosion driven by tidal currents and wind-generated wave action. It has lost approximately 77% of its original area, highlighting the need for stabilization measures that support both ecological function and continued recreational and educational use. This grant will fund the design and permitting of a hybrid living shoreline project to mitigate erosion to Boy Scout Island. The proposed project will stabilize the shoreline, reduce erosion, improve water quality, enhance near-shore habitats, maintain recreational and educational access, and provide community involvement opportunities.
· Requested Grant Award – $100,000  
· Budgetary Impact – Grant Match of $100,000 plus an additional $50,000 of County funds to complete the project, budgeted in the Shoreline Management Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) sheet. 
· Annual operating costs – Staff time for grant and project administration.

Alternative Action:
· Programmatic Implication if not approved – Lack of grant funding will impact progress towards the stabilization of Boy Scout Island. 
· Financial Fiscal impact if not approved – Seek alternative funding.

· Project Description – The purpose of the program is to provide expanded support and services to individuals in the Martin County Mental Health Court program. Grant funds will be used to provide expanded support services, such as housing, transportation, and treatment to a vulnerable population in our community. The program funding is issued for three years, with a maximum award of $400,000 per year.

· Project Description – The Sheriff’s Office is requesting permission to apply for the BJA FY2025 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program – Local Formula O-BJA-2025-172542. If awarded, the funding will be utilized to purchase a Leica Zeno FLX100 laser scanning system, including associated hardware, software, and specialized five-day onsite training for up to 8 students. The purpose of this project is to improve the accuracy, efficiency, and safety of traffic crash scene documentation and reconstruction. Primary activities include the procurement and deployment of the scanning system, training the Traffic Unit personnel in its use, and integrating the technology into crash investigation protocols. The expected outcomes include more precise crash scene mapping, improved reconstruction capabilities, faster roadway clearance times, and increased officer safety by reducing time spent in active traffic environments. The service area includes all of Martin County, Florida, encompassing all roadways.

In fiscal year 2024, Martin County purchased the JAMSZ property, a 6.09-acre parcel in Palm City located at the northwest corner of SW Martin Highway and SW Palm City School Avenue. For the purchase of the property, the Board had approved a budget transfer from General Fund Reserves and authorized an inter-fund loan to repay the General Fund. The funding source of payment for years 1 and 2 was District 5 MSTU. With the sale of the JAMZ property on March 2, 2026, the Office of Management & Budget requests a Budget Resolution to allocate the funds accordingly to fully satisfy the interfund loan outstanding balance in the General Fund Reserves and District 5 MSTU.
