WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners seeks to amend Policy 4.13A.10. to cease
permitting industrial development in freestanding urban service districts; and

WHEREAS, the Martin County Comprehensive Growth Management Plan, Section 1-11,
Amendment Procedures, states that the Martin County Board of County Commissioners may, by
resolution, initiate a request to amend, modify, add to, or change the Comprehensive Growth
Management Plan.

The Martin County Board of Commissioners herein initiates a Comprehensive Plan Text

consistency.
