Compliance was required by April 21, 2010. On December 2, 2024, an Affidavit of
Compliance/Accrued Fines was issued reflecting an outstanding fine of $ 532,600.00.

Janet Calvert is the Current Owners of the property. Pursuant to a Trustee’s Deed recorded in
Official Records Book 3432, Page 2110, Martin County, Florida Public Records, Respondent has
no remaining interest in the property.

Staff has determined that a lien reduction is warranted. Current Owners were not responsible for
