SE Monterey Road, Stuart, Florida 34996 and Michael Baker international, Inc. (Hereinafter
“Consultant”), 200 East Robinson Street, Suite 250 Orlando, FL 32801.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the County and Consultant entered into an Agreement for Old Palm City
North Resiliency & Infrastructure Restoration-Design (Re-bid) on 5/23/2024; and

WHEREAS, the County and Consultant desire to amend the Agreement to include
additional scope for design services including survey, final design, plan productions and utility
coordination as documented and justified by the Consultant as shown in Exhibit A; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises, covenants, and mutual benefits
which all accrue to the parties hereto in carrying out the terms of this Agreement, it is mutually
covenanted and agreed that the contract will be amended as follows:

1. The agreement is hereby amended to include additional scope for design services
outlined in Exhibit A attached, with an additional cost of $112,842.16.

2. The new total contract value is $592,652.70

3. All remaining pricing, terms and conditions of the Agreement not specifically amended
herein shall remain in full force and effect.

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Scope of Services
Amendment 1 (Revised December 2025)
Old Palm City North Neighborhood Improvements Project
Martin County, FL

The purpose of this document is to provide our scope and fee for out of scope services on the above
referenced project. The following sections detail the scope and effort for these items:

Task 6 — Final Design Survey
The following subtasks are included in the out of scope services for this task:

1. The County has indicated there are statements from several residents that pipes/inlets at the
outfall location behind the homes on 11" Court are not functioning and may need to be
replaced. Therefore, this supplemental task includes providing the additional survey required

for these areas considering they were not included in the survey package provided by the
County.

2. The proposed 60% design includes increasing the discharge to the existing conveyance ditch on
the south side of Dyer Street at Beach Way Avenue. This existing ditch will require a drainage
evaluation to determine if it has the capacity for the additional flow. This existing ditch was not
included in the survey package provided by the County; therefore, this supplemental task
includes providing the additional survey needed to conduct the drainage evaluation.

Task 7 — Final Design and Plans Production
Additional services for the final design and plans production task are detailed below:

1. Roadway Plans Production: The additional roadway effort includes CADD production of
additional plan and profile sheets for areas with drainage improvements which are outside the
proposed reconstruction areas. No plan sheets are to be provided for areas with no
reconstruction and/or drainage improvements. A sheet showing mill and resurfacing limits will
be provided for all other project areas except Mapp Road which is not included in this project.

2. Drainage Design: The out of scope items for the drainage task includes updating the 1D/2D
hybrid model for this project into a fully 1D model. This includes updating the model to include
the individual basin delineations as well as the inclusion of numerous overflow weir links for
both the pre- and post-development scenarios.
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Additionally, this task includes revisions to the swale and yard grading approach based on the

geometry preferences provided in the County’s 60% comments. Swale and stormsewer
improvements will be limited to areas with roadway reconstruction and/or residential drainage
complaints which have been previously provided to Michael Baker by the County.

3. Drainage Plans Production: These additional drainage sheets, which were not included in our

original scope of services, are to be provided in the construction plans:

a. Michael Baker will provide a Dyer Street ditch outfall sheet. This task will include 1 plan
and profile sheet at 1”=50".

b. Michael Baker will provide an overall drainage map (plan view only) which will include
drainage basin divides and areas for each outfall, proposed and existing to-remain
drainage structures, outfalls, and flow arrows to show drainage patterns. This task will
include two drainage map plan sheets at 1”=500’ scale. A third separate sheet will be
included with an inlet drainage area table.

c. Michael Baker will provide temporary erosion and sediment control plans showing the
approximate limits of silt fence, turbidity barrier and other erosion control measures.
This task will include approximately 5 plan sheets at 1”=250’ scale with 1 additional
sheet for details.

The drainage design task includes hydraulic grade line evaluation for the final design
improvements using the Stormwise flood routing program. Ditch and stormsewer
conveyance calculations are not included for the reconstruction nor non-reconstruction
roadway areas.

The post-development storage for the hydraulic model will be approximated as reasonably
practical with a proposed roadway surface and 2019 LiDAR data.

The initial and revised scope, provided herein, assumes a SFWMD permit exemption will be
approved. Additional scope and fee will be required to procure a permit if required.

The remaining roadway plan submittals include 60%, 90%, draft final and final. A drainage
design report will be provided with each of these submittals. Utility adjustments and
specifications will be provided with 90% and subsequent submittals. The drainage design
report will include the storm routings required by SFWMD for a permit exemption.
Alternatives analysis and evaluation of future planning horizons with sea level rise will not be
included in the drainage report.

It’s noted that public comments were obtained regarding the 11™" Court easement, however,
survey and/or engineering evaluation of the 11™ Court easement as a stormwater facility is
not included in this amendment. Michael Baker can provide a fee estimate if requested by
the County.

This amendment does not include drainage structure cross sections.
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Task 10 - Utility Coordination

This effort requires re-submittal of the 60% design plans to utility agency owners and additional
coordination.

Schedule & Fee

Michael Baker proposes to provide the services described herein for a lump sum fee of $112, 842.16.
We propose the following schedule below to be completed with final design plans, permits and
specifications ready for bidding purposes. This schedule is pending the County’s timely approval of this

supplement and the timely acceptance of utility relocation plans and work schedules from utility agency
owners.
