This amazing vehicle is a 53 foot semi-
trailer which has been customized to provide a platform for
educational outreach programs. (We have had this program in the
past and we are on a waiting list for this year.)

Teacher Externship: Our district is currently partnering with FPL to
provide a teacher externship for the summer of 2019.

* More than 50% live in shared housing.

 Most FIT students are younger than 10 years old.

* A dozen or more live in unsheltered conditions (tents,
public places).
