	A. Technology Classes and Take-Home Technology- KC Hudson, Digital Literacy Librarian
	KC gave a general overview of the technology classes and take-home equipment available for patrons with their Library Card and a signed borrowing agreement.
· Some of the equipment available: laptops, tablets, cameras, digitization equipment, vinyl record converter, home movies converter.
· Checkout is for seven days
· 1,983 checkouts in FY 2019
· 708 checkouts so far in FY 2020
· Have approximately 50 pieces of equipment; full list available in the Library catalog
· Idea Labs are very popular to access new and emerging technology
· Multiple classes and programs that teach and promote the use of technology are available at all Library branches.


DIRECTOR'S REPORT – Jennifer Salas, Library Director
Jenn reported that:
· Changes to Library Board of Trustees Ordinance as approved by the County Board of County Commissioners on January 14, 2020:  
· Increased Library Board of Trustees members from 5 to 9.  
· Quorum will be minimum of 5 members to hold a meeting and approve items.
· Removed limit of 3-year terms that the Trustees may serve to unlimited.
· Call for applications was already sent to apply by or before March 20, 2020
· Commissioner Jenkins visited the Hobe Sound Mobile Park preschool program funded by Hobe Sound Community Chest.
· Commissioner Heatherington visited the Golden Gate preschool program.
· Sylvie and Jenn took George Stokus, Assistant County Administrator for a tour of 3 of the Library branches. He has become the biggest Library advocate in the community.
· Annual Customer Satisfaction Survey has over 4,000 responses so far, which is the highest response we had than in previous years.
· Katherine Kremers, Children’s Specialist at Blake was promoted to Librarian I.  The Children’s Specialist position will be filled internally if possible but will post to the public if no applications are received.
